Sarah & Robert Coom emigrated to New Zealand  in 1874 on the Ballochmyle, together with Austin 

and Emma Coom and their daughter (also Emma, aged 9).  We assume the two Cooms were 

brothers (same father Robert Coom). The passage via the Cape of Good Hope took 84 days (NB 

although the Suez canal had just opened in 1869 it probably was not suitable for sailing ships).  

Robert was one of 5 Blacksmiths among the 484 passengers, Austin one of 9 carpenters.  There 

were also 18 crew, total on board 502. Sarah was almost 8 months pregnant with Henry when the 

boat docked. The one-way passage for both families (£29 for Robert and Sarah) was paid by the NZ 

government. Austin & Emma did not stay in New Zealand, they emigrated on to NSW, Australia.

Henry is a BRICKMAKER on his marriage register 

bur. together in Dogwood Cemetery, Miles, Queensland (photo)

daughter Annie PHIPPS b c1872 also arrived on Nourmahal age 2 

Henry Phipps (29) with wife Ann E. Phipps (27) and daughter Annie (2) emigrated on the 

Nourmahal, departing London on 7-2-1874, arriving Brisbane 28-5-1874.  Henry is listed on 

the electoral roll for Miles, Murilla, Western Downs Region, Queensland in 1879, 1884 (at 

Drillham), 1900, 1901 (at Condamine), 1903 & 1906 (as storekeeper, Train Street, Maranoa), 

and 1909.  He is listed in 1889 at Drillham as having an animal brand 4PS, so evidently kept 

animals.  I found no further records of their daughter Annie or of any other children.

Henry Phipps was a Well Digger according to HCP.  In the 1851 census 

he’s listed as Agricultural Labourer living at Wood Cottages, Borden, 

together with Sarah and  their first 6 children.  In the 1861 census he’s listed 

as Brickfield Labourer living at Key Street, Borden; the two eldest girls 

(Ann 20/21, Elizabeth 18/19) have left home.  By 1871 they are in Chestnut 

Street, Borden, he’s still an Agricultural Labourer, and only the youngest 

four, Emily (16), Frederick (13), Eliza (10) and Henrietta (5) are at home.
