T Hermine Schwitzer, Lajos Schwitzer, Jend Schwitzer, Alice Schwitzer, Laci Schwitzer,
Rosa Nagel née Schwitzer, Berta Adler née Schwitzer, and [Salamon] Weinberger are all
marked on MKS’s family tree.

§Moritz Schwitzer is Max’s brother-in-law, this is confusing as he has the same surname.
This is because Max’s sister Fani Schwitzer (not present, died c. 1889) married her cousin
Moritz Schwitzer.

Max Schwitzer is Richard Oppenheim’s great-grandfather.
Berta Schwitzer is Juraj Bielik’s great-grandmother (NB cousins married).

Patta is presumably Pata, as marked on MKS’s family tree as where Max Schwitzer lived, a
village in Slovakia, 15km west of Nitra, though | find nothing online confirming a Hungarian
spelling with double t. Before WW1 Slovakia was part of Hungary.

Purkersdorf is 10km west of Vienna. Purkersdorf Sanatorium still exists as a care home.
Wikipedia describes it as more a convalescent home than a hospital,

it became a social and artistic venue of Viennese society. Among treatments were mineral baths,
physical therapies, therapeutic massages and physiotherapy. Convalescence cases and mental
illnesses were treated in the upper classes. Through silence, light, air, and minimalist surroundings it
offered cures for the new illnesses such as nervousness and hysteria. There were reading rooms, a
playroom for card games, table tennis, billiard and music-rooms for the entertainment of the guests.
